Results

Biblical Authority: The Scriptures are

There is a “Concord” way of doing
theology. Bible. Augustana. Official
Documents. Luther. Church Fathers.
Theology Post-Luther. (Non-
repristinarian repristination. Lutherin
boundaries.)

Inoculation against the Reformed
Theology. (Non-scholastic
scholasticism. Keeps forgiveness
outside.)

The Osiandian Controversy
Osiander: “The one and only
righteousness availing before God is
God Himself. But Christ is the Word
which we apprehend by faith, and thus
Christ in us, God Himself, is our
Righteousness which avails before
God.” (Historical Introductions to the
Book of Concord, F. Bente (CPH, 1921)
ch.176.)

Again: “But if the question be asked
what is righteousness, one must
answer: Christ dwelling in us by faith is
our Righteousness according to His
divinity; and the forgiveness of sins,
which is not Christ Himself, but merited
by Christ, is a preparation and cause
that God offers us His righteousness,
which He is Himself.” (Bente, ch. 178)
“Christ in us” rather than “Christ for
us.”

To this peculiarity of Osiander,
according to which he seems to have
had in mind a justification by a sort of
mystico-physical dilution rather than by
imputation, the Formula of Concord
refers as follows: “For one side has

B. Den osiandiske kontrovers

Osiander: "Den eneste retfeerdighed,
der geelder over for Gud, er Gud selv.
Men Kristus er Ordet, som vi griber ved
tro, og séledes er Kristus i os, Gud sely,
vores retfeerdighed, som geelder over
for Gud." (Historiske introduktioner til
Konkordiebogen, F. Bente (CPH, 1921)
kap. 176.)

Igen: "Men hvis spgrgsmalet bliver
stillet, hvad der er retfaerdighed, ma
man svare: Kristus, som bor i os ved
troen, er vor retfeerdighed efter sin
guddommelighed; og syndernes
forladelse, som ikke er Kristus sely,
men fortjent af Kristus, er en
forberedelse og arsag til, at Gud
tilbyder os sin retfaerdighed, som han
selv er."

"Kristus i 0s" snarere end "Kristus for
os".

Tildenne ejendommelighed hos
Osiander, ifglge hvilken han synes at
have haftitankerne en retfeerdiggarelse
ved en slags mystisk-fysisk fortynding
snarere end ved tilregning, henviser
Konkordieformlen som fglger: "For den
ene side har haevdet, at troens
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faith, which the apostle calls the
righteousness of God, is God’s
essential righteousness, which is Christ
Himself as the true, natural, and
essential Son of God, who dwells in the
elect by faith and impels them to do
right, and thus is their righteousness,
compared with which righteousness
the sins of all men are as a drop of
water compared with the great ocean.”
(Bente, ch. 178)

e “Buttherighteousness of faith speaks
in this way, “Do not say in your heart,
‘Who will ascend into heaven?’ ” (that
is, to bring Christ down from above) or,
““Who will descend into the abyss?’”
(thatis, to bring Christ up from the
dead). But what does it say? “The word
is near you, in your mouth and in your
heart” (that is, the word of faith which
we preach).” (Romans 10:6-8)

e “Inshort, enthusiasm clings to Adam
and his descendants from the
beginning to the end of the world. Itis a
poison implanted and inoculated in
man by the old dragon, and it is the
source, strength, and power of all
heresy, including that of the papacy
and Mohammedanism. Accordingly, we
should and must constantly maintain
that God will not deal with us except
through his external Word and
sacrament. Whatever is attributed to
the Spirit apart from such Word and
sacrament is of the devil.” (Martin
Luther, Smalcald, VIII.9-10)

There are two kinds of Christian
righteousness, just as man’s sin is of
two kinds. The firstis alien
righteousness, that is the
righteousness of another, instilled from
without. This is the righteousness of
Christ by which he justifies through
faith, as it is written in 1 Cor. 1[:30]:
“Whom God made our wisdom, our
righteousness and sanctification and
redemption.” (Martin Luther, Two Kinds
of Righteousness, LW 31:297)

E. The Response of the Formula

Formula of Concord, Solid Declaration
111:3-5

1. In opposition to these two errors just
recounted, we believe, teach, and
confess unanimously that Christis our
righteousness neither according to the
divine nature alone nor according to
the human nature alone. On the
contrary, the entire Christ according to
both natures is our righteousness
solely in his obedience which as God
and man he rendered to his heavenly
Father into death itself. Thereby he won
for us in the forgiveness of sins and
eternal life, as itis written, “For as by
one man’s disobedience many were
made sinners, so by one man’s
obedience many will be made
righteous” (Rom. 5:19).

2. Accordingly we believe, teach, and
confess that our righteousness before
God consists in this, that God forgives
us our sins purely by his grace, without
any preceding, present, or subsequent
work, merit, or worthiness, and reckons
to us the righteousness of Christ’s
obedience, on account of which
righteousness we are accepted by God
into grace and are regarded as
righteous.

3. We believe, teach, and confess that
faith is the only means and instrument
whereby we accept Christ and in Christ

Derved vandt han for os syndernes
forladelse og det evige liv, som der star
skrevet: "For ligesom mange blev gjort
til syndere ved ét menneskes
ulydighed, saledes vil mange blive gjort
retfeerdige ved ét menneskes lydighed."
(Rom. 5:19).

Derfor tror, leerer og bekender vi, at vor
retfeerdighed over for Gud bestar i
dette, at Gud tilgiver os vore synder
udelukkende af sin nade, uden noget
forudgaende, nuveerende eller
efterfolgende arbejde, fortjeneste eller
veerdighed, og tilregner os Kristi
lydigheds retfeerdighed, pa grund af
hvilken retfeerdighed vi er accepteret af
Gud i nade og betragtes som
retfeerdige.

Vi tror, leerer og bekender, at troen er
det eneste middel og instrument,

such faith is reckoned for
righteousness (Rom. 4:5).
